Highlights of 2016-17 Investments

A Over 2,750 households received assistance
to make necessary health and safety related
home repairs and adaptations. Almost 60%
were seniors or persons with disabilities.

A 418 new affordable rental housing units
created and 423 affordable rental housing
units preserved.
