Advocacy Requests/Activities:
· Roads: issues regarding rural roads will be taken on by an ad hoc provincial–municipal Rural Roads Committee in Spring/ Summer 2026.
· Property tax CAP on homes rebuilt following natural disaster, MGA Section 69B: 
· Correspondence with the Minister of Municipal Affairs provided the Committee with additional insight into the legislative changes. The Minister indicated that the Province does not intend to impose a standardized approach for tax reductions on rebuilt properties.
· To support municipal implementation of Section 69B, the Committee has met with representatives from PVSC and AMANS, along with one representative from DMA. This meeting helped to better understand the ways in which municipalities could implement a fair tax reduction on rebuilt properties and how to minimize potential issues that may arise.
· Staff from NSFM and AMANS met again on April 27th to begin developing a model policy for municipalities. Recognizing that time is of the essence, this work will be completed as soon as possible and shared with the membership.
