	Beverage Room
	Permits the sale of liquor by the glass/bottle/container; does not require a kitchen  
	Age restricted, unless minors are:
· Accompanied by a parent
· Full meal service is available
· The minor is there for the purpose of a meal.

	Eating Establishment
	Allows the sale of liquor by the glass and beer and wine by the glass/bottle/container with meals or otherwise as specified in the regulations.  Regulations allow 2 drinks to be sold without food  
	· Not age restricted.  
· Required to have kitchen equipment, menu 
· Be a food primary establishment
· Public consultation is not required


	Lounge
	A lounge licensee must hold an EE license concurrently; permits sale of liquor by the glass and beer and wine by the glass/bottle/container
	· EE must be operational for 5 hours/day every day the lounge is operational
· Lounges may convert their EE floor space to a lounge.  
· Age restrictions imposed in lounge area

	Cabaret
	Permits the sale of liquor by the glass and  beer and wine by the glass/bottle/container, primary business must be providing live entertainment, at least 4 days/week.  No kitchen required
	Age restricted, unless minors are:
•	Accompanied by a parent
•	Full meal service is available
•	The minor is there for the purpose       of a meal.

	Club, Class A, Class B
	Permits the sale of liquor in an establishment open to its members and guests only; Class A issued to a club/association that is non-profit; Class B is issued to Canadian Forces, RCMP, Canadian Coast Guard
	· Not age restricted
· General public is not permitted to purchase alcohol, unless signed in by a member 


	Tavern
	Permits the sale of beer by glass or open bottle 
	These are no longer issued.

	Special Premises License
	Issued where other licenses are not applicable e.g. hotels, to allow the sale of liquor by the glass/bottle/container
	· Not age restricted and prescribed by policy
· Conditions may vary and are dependent on risk 
· Not open to the general public, for guests and persons attending various functions at the facility and for previously scheduled private events


	Special Occasion License
	Permits the sale of liquor by the glass and beer and wine by the glass, open bottle or other container, for a specified period of time or at specific times
	These are “temporary” licenses issued for:
· Private events
· Public events, but for charitable organizations only
· Temporary licenses can be issued inside the premises of clubs and special premises e.g. someone has rented part of the space for an event; typically, the permanent liquor license for that space is suspended for that time period
· Typically, age restricted and prescribed by policy
· Conditions may vary and are dependent on risk


	Hospitality Permit
	Permits the sale of samples of products produced on site. Allowable sizes may vary.
	· These were previously issued by NSLC, AGFT will issue these permits on behalf of the NSLC, effective April 1, 2021
· Must have or be concurrently applying for a manufacturer’s permit
· Minors are not permitted unless accompanied by a parent or guardian.
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
