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Programs could prioritize the

highest energy users, and where additional
prioritization is necessary, those with the
highest arrears, to advance the resolution of
payment troubles, improve affordability, and
reduce consumption.
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A 4-part integrated policy program to alleviate

Nova Scotia’s energy poverty crisis.
