A new agreement for the Canada Community-Building Fund (CCBF and formerly the Gas Tax 

Fund) between Canada and Nova Scotia became effective April 1, 2014.  This agreement 

represents a 10-year investment of an estimated $580 million in predictable and stable funding 

for local municipalities.  The CCBF helps build and revitalize public infrastructure in Nova Scotia, 

while supporting the national objectives of a cleaner environment, stronger cities & 

communities, and productivity & economic growth.
